In the town of Maikop in southern Russia a public poll on peoples' attitude to-
ward wildlife, including bats was conducted. 150 respondents were involved, among
them there were schoolchildren, students, older peoples, workers and unemployed.
Bats have been an outsiders in fauna, though the majority of the respondents consider
bats should be protected. The most hard superstition connected with bats is their asso-
ciations with vampires. It is necessary to popularize bats in mass media for improving
actions for their protection.
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
