Summary.

The Red-footéd Falcon of Siberia (I have a score of spetimens
from south-eastern part of Tobolsk gov., Tomsk gov., southern
Altai, and Yenissei gov-t.) is not only darker and richer in colour
of adults of both sexes, but also somewhat larger, than typical race
(wing 235—250, ordinarily about 245, tail 130—150, ordinarily about
140 m.m.). Therefore it is better to admit this slightly differentia-
ted race. But as ,Falco vespertinus obscurus* of v. Tschusi
is invalidated by ,Erythropus obscurus“ of Brehm and
,Falco obscurus* of Gmelin—I propose to name it as above.
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
