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Summary.

The Nutcracker of Altai Mts. is considerably smaller, than Nu-
cifraga caryocatactes rothschildi Hart, having wing
about 180, exposed culmen about 45 (40 - 50), its height 14—15 m.m.,
as against w. 200, ex. C. 42 (39.5—44.5), its h. 15—16 mm. in
Tian-Shan bird; this last is also darker, more blackish. From N. c.
macrorhynchus Brhm the new form differs not in dimen-
sions, but its brown colour has not the warm cinnamon or
chocolate tint of the common Siberian bird, but rather coffee or
even olivaceus shade. I propose to name it Nucifraga caryo-
catactes altaicus. The type, adult Q in fresh plumage, 6 July
1907, st. Altaiskaia in southern Russian Altai, is in my private
collection.
