Summary.

- Our energetic explorer Capt. V. C. Arseniev during his ethno-
graphical and topographical researches in northern and middle part
of Ussuri-land collected during 1906—1910 years 64 species of Birds
in 104 specimens. 2 of them seem to represeént unnamed races:
Corvus macrorhynchus mandshuricus was already des-
cribed by me in this same Journal (1913, Ne 1, p. 40), and Peri-
soreus infaustus maritimus is being described here from
his specimen (28 oct. 1908 riv. Samargi) and other from De Kastrie
bay (Vladivostok Museum): in general colouring very much nearer
to Scandinavian specimens, than to those from Yakutsk gov.-t., but
the cap darker. Urinator pacificus (Lawr.), ad. 9 oct. 1907,
and Falco peregrinus harterti Buturl, Q ad. 16 Aug. 1908,
middle part of riv. Anuiare so far I know first records for Ussuri-
land. Oenopopelia tranquebarica humilis (Temm.) and
Glaucidium passerinum orientale Tacz. form second
specimens recorded. Other interesting records are: Larus glau-
cus Fabr, imm., 5 May 1909, Imperial Harbour, Larus argen-
tatus vegae Palm., young, 12 Oct., riv.

(4 spec.), Dendrodromas
leucotus clarki Buturl. (young male, mouths of Amur), Gar-
rulus brandti Ev. (typical, not ussuriensis Buturl), Pica
pica L. (moulting-first primary as in true leucoptera Gould,
others most ,typical“),—I consider the Pica pica leucoptera
as a case of age dimorphism, something like, for instance, the bald-
ness in Homo sapiens: only aged men become bald, and not all of
them, but minor part, some earlier, some later. Just the same seems
to be true about leucoptera variety, that is met with in some
~numbers nearly everywhere (I have Specimens from Sweden, and
very extreme cases from Esthonia, and young bird of the true ty-
pical form from a nest of leucoptera parents).
