FOREWORD

Any country or region needs a periodic
inventory of its fauna. This is especially so
for birds which, because of their exceptional
biological characteristics (primarily, the
ability to move easily in any direction), often
surprise ornithologists and biogeographers.
Many aspects of their natural history
change — the seasonal status, breeding range
boundaries, migration routes, wintering
grounds, and isolated breeding areas also
emerge. New vagrants are recorded (in large
countries annually), whereas other species
disappear from particular regions. Currently,
almost every country maintains a list which
more or less reflects the present state of its
avifauna and the status of every bird species
(and occasionally subspecies). In Russia, such
lists have been compiled several times, the
last one less than 10 years ago (Flint, 1995;
Ilyashenko, 2001; Koblik et al., 2006).

For Northern Eurasia, within the borders
of the former USSR, there is no single current
bird list. The last publication of this kind was
the review by L.S. Stepanyan (2003). Howev-
er, such a list would undoubtedly be useful and
interesting to a wide range of professional and
amateur ornithologists and birdwatchers from
North Eurasian countries (and not only these).
Considering the loss of aunified scientific
community with the break-up of the Soviet
Union, many scientists can now hardly imag-
ine the drastic changes that are taking place in
the bird fauna, even in the neighbouring coun-
tries! Using all accessible bird lists of North
Eurasian countries as well as other published
data and information given to us by Russian
and foreign colleagues, we have attempted to
put the pieces of this broken mosaic together
and thus to create a single picture of current
bird distributions in the vast territory extend-
ing from the Baltic Sea to the Commander
Islands and from the Severnaya Zemlya ar-
chipelago to the Murgap (Murgab) River in

Turkmenistan and the Pyandzh River in Ta-
jikistan. In many ways our work has become
the logical continuation of the Checklist of the
Birds of the Russian Federation (2006)—it
uses similar principles and approaches.

One of the most convenient and concise
ways to present such data is a summary table
with a main list of species and columns rep-
resenting each of the former USSR countries.
There might thus have been 15 such columns,
but since we also took into account geograph-
ical distinctions and coverage of the territory,
we decided to have separate columns for the
Crimean Peninsula and several large regions
inside Russia.

For convenience, the columns are arranged
in the following order:

Baltic Countries: 1—Estonia (Est),
2 — Latvia (Lat), 3— Lithuania (Lit);

Eastern Europe: 4—The European
part of Russia (Rus-Eu), 5— Belarus (Bel),
6 — Ukraine (Ukr), 7— Ukraine—Crimea
(Ukr-Cr), 8— Moldova, Transnistria (Mol);

Caucasus: 9—Russia—North Cauca-
sus (Rus-Ca), 10— Georgia, Abkhazia,
South Ossetia (Geo), 11 —Armenia (Arm),
12 — Azerbaijan, Nagorno-Karabakh (Aze);

Middle (Central) Asia: 13— Kazakhstan
(Kaz), 14— Turkmenistan (Tur), 15— Uz-
bekistan (Uzb), 16—Tajikistan (Taj),
17— Kyrgyzstan (Kyr);

The Asian part of Russia: 18— Urals
and Western Siberia (Rus-UWS), 19— Cen-
tral, Eastern and Southern Siberia (Rus-Si),
20— Far East (Rus-FE).

The borders of countries and regions high-
lighted in bold are shown in Figure 1. They
generally correspond to their political and
administrative borders (we used the 1991
borders for former USSR countries in order
to avoid any political conjecture). The only
exception is the Ural—West Siberian region
whose eastern border is traditionally drawn
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along the River Yenisey and the foothills of
the western Sayan and Altai mountain chains,
while its western border runs along the west-
ern foothills of the Urals. Certainly, as far as
the size of the area is concerned, its landscape
characteristics and the degree of faunal homo-
geneity, regions like Crimea, Moldova or any
of the Baltic States are not directly compara-
ble with, say, Kazakhstan or any of Russia’s
Asian regions. However, a finer division of
Northern Eurasia® would go beyond the scope
of this paper and anyway be quite difficult to
carry out owing to the absence of comprehen-
sive and objective lists or reviews of the avi-
fauna in many regions. Nevertheless, it would
be very desirable in the future.

The work on the summary table has taken
three years and is closely tied to the authors’
work in the Records Committee of the Men-
zbier Ornithological Society (MOS). These
activities included consideration and confir-
mation (or rejection) of records submitted,
debating controversial cases with national or
foreign specialists, assisting authors in pre-
paring data on their findings for publication
and maintaining contacts with other records
and rarities committees. The main goal of
this work was to create an electronic version
of the summary table for free distribution
between the websites of interested organi-
zations and individuals. The advantage of
an electronic version is the opportunity for
interactive work and the possibility to enter
any necessary corrections or update it with
new data directly online. We believe that this
way the electronic version will, at any given
moment, reflect the most up-to-date picture
of the distribution and status of Northern
Eurasia’s birds. As the host site for the table
we have chosen that of the MSU (Moscow
State University) Zoological Museum. Ci-

tation of the site (http://zmmu.msu.ru/spec/
publikacii/neserijnye-izdaniya/fauna-ptic-
stran-severnoj-evrazii) is obligatory when
using any data from the electronic version.
Any corrections concerning species status or
any new records of rarities for Northern Eur-
asia may be sent to the following addresses:
koblik@zmmu.msu.ru (Evgeny A. Koblik)
and arkhivov@gmail.com (Vladimir Yu.
Arkhipov).

In addition, following requests from col-
leagues, we have prepared a hard copy of the
table which presents the available data on
Northern Eurasia’s avifauna up to the end of
2013. This is the version you now have before
you. For technical reasons the print version
required a slightly different presentation of
the material. In order to fit them better on the
page, the “Composition of the avifauna” and
“Taxonomy and Nomenclature” sections of
the table have been separated.

Status

The table uses the same standard designa-
tions of status as in the majority of national
and foreign publications:

R —Resident

B — Breeder

b — Sporadic breeder

W — Winter visitor

w — Sporadic winter visitor
S — Summer visitor

s — Sporadic summer visitor

M — Migrant

m — Sporadic migrant
V — Vagrant

v— Rare vagrant

E — Extinct

e — Extinct in the region
N — Non-native species
I— Introduced

? — Status unclear

?? — Dubious

We often encountered difficulties in assign-
ing the status designation to species, the main
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reason for this being the rather uneven degree
of research carried out on the status of species
in the lists of different countries and regions of
Northern Eurasia. The full list of designations
is not applied universally in regional works.
Quite often, there is no difference between reg-
ular and sporadic occurrence (i.e. no distinc-
tion is made between upper- and lower-case
symbols), summer visitors are not indicated
nor the type of vagrancy specified. Thus, data
from the lists and other sources was inevitably
reduced to a “common denominator” in the ta-
ble. Choosing between the designations R and
BW turned out to be rather difficult (usually
the latter was preferred if winter records of a
particular species are reported only from part
of its breeding range). If a breeding species
winters outside the region, we then a priori
considered that it also migrates through the
region and designated it as BM. Non-native
species for several North Eurasian territories
are designated as N in the main table and their
status is explained in a separate list. Further
corrections of status designation are inevitable
and the electronic version of the table will en-
able users to do this online.

Composition of the avifauna

According to our data, as of the end of 2013,
the bird fauna of Northern Eurasia consisted
of 912 taxa with the rank close to species (spe-
cies and semispecies). At first glance, the list
has grown compared with Koblik et al. (2006)
which listed 875 species for the same terri-
tory at the end of 2005. However, this does
not mean that the addition of 37 taxa was en-
tirely the result of new records. In this work,
specific (or near-specific) rank is assigned to
10 forms that were already known from the
territory whereas 2 forms have lost this rank.
Reports on the presence of 3 species were
found to be based on an error in the interpre-
tation of label data (Artukhin, 2011) or were
insufficiently reliable.

In the 7 years that have passed since the
foundation of the MOS Records Committee,

24 species new to Northern Eurasia have been
recorded. All of them have been documented
in special publications and in the majority of
cases with photographs or collected speci-
mens. Five more species have been added
on the basis of bird lists of the Baltic States
which also include only fully documented
records accepted by the Association of Euro-
pean Records and Rarities Committees. Three
more observations of rarities made before
2006, but not included in Russia’s main bird
list, received additional confirmation or were
officially published as appropriate. Thus, 32
new species were added to the list for North-
ern Eurasia, 15 of which were first recorded in
Russia, 5 in the Baltic States, 1 in Ukraine, 4
in Transcaucasia and 8 in the Central Asian re-
gion (one of them, the Large-billed Reed War-
bler Acrocephalus orinus, is a regular breeder
in Tajikistan). In the electronic version of the
summary table, these species are outlined
in red while in the hard copy they are typed
in bold. The total number of new records in
each of these countries (and regions) is high-
er since it includes species that were already
known from other parts of Northern Eurasia.
For instance, among other new species for the
whole of Russia are Brown-necked Raven
Corvus ruficollis, Sardinian Warbler Sylvia
melanocephala, Western Bonelli’s Warbler
Phylloscopus bonelli, Plumbeous Water Red-
start Rhyacornis fuliginosa, Armenian Gull
Larus armenicus, Himalayan Vulture Gyps
himalayensis and Shikra Accipiter badius;
for European Russia— Sooty Shearwater
Puffinus griseus, Long-billed Dowitcher Lim-
nodromus scolopaceus and (Asian) Desert
Warbler Sylvia nana; for the Northern Cauca-
sus— Long-tailed Rosefinch Uragus sibiri-
cus; for Central, Eastern and Southern Sibe-
ria— Purple Heron Ardea purpurea, Eurasian
Collared Dove Streptopelia decaocto and
Savi’s Warbler Locustella luscinioides; for
the Russian Far East— Little Bittern Ixobry-
chus minutus, Atlantic Puffin Fratercula arc-
tica, Blyth’s Pipit Anthus godlewskii, Masked
Wagtail Motacilla personata, Blyth’s Reed
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Warbler Acrocephalus dumetorum and Com-
mon Blackbird Turdus merula. The status of
several species has changed, either in par-
ticular countries and regions or in Northern
Eurasia as a whole. Prime examples of a sta-
tus change are cases of confirmed breeding by
species such as Plumbeous Water Redstart,
Brahminy Starling Sturnus pagodarum and
Great Spotted Cuckoo Clamator glandarius
that were previously known only as vagrants
to the southern borders of the region.

The increased frequency of new records
during the past decade and of established
status changes for North Eurasian bird spe-
cies can be explained by both global changes
in the climate and natural environment and
(possibly much more significantly) by the
increased activity of researchers and the fact
that they now have easier access to improved
technology and information. This applies
not only to professional ornithologists but to
amateurs (birdwatchers and wildlife photog-
raphers) as well.

Keeping to the tradition of maintaining such
lists, we do not exclude species that formerly
occurred on the territory of Northern Eurasia
but have now disappeared or those that have
gone completely extinct. These include Spec-
tacled Cormorant Phalacrocorax perspicilla-
tus, Crested Shelduck Tadorna cristata, Es-
kimo Curlew Numenius borealis, (Imperial)
Crested Ibis Nipponia nippon, Jankowski’s
Bunting Emberiza jankowskii and possibly
Pallas’s Fish Eagle Haliaeetus leucoryphus,
Hodgson’s Bushchat Saxicola insignis, Long-
billed Bush Warbler Bradypterus major and
some others. Unfortunately, it seems that
we should also speak in the past tense about
a breeding endemic of Russia, the Slender-
billed Curlew Numenius tenuirostris. Forms
such as Altai Falcon and Black Steller’s Sea
Eagle are discussed in the section “Taxonomy
and Nomenclature”. Since the corresponding
status change is not always recorded in the
relevant bird lists, we assume that there are
many other species which have disappeared
from different countries and regions. It should

also be noted that for obvious reasons it is
technically (and morally) much more difficult
to confirm the disappearance of a species than
to record it in a particular area or region for
the first time.

The list of birds reported for Northern Eur-
asia and considered to be not completely reli-
able or still needing confirmation (or more de-
tailed documentation) consists of 30 species.
Generally, there are doubts about the origin
of an encountered individual (was it a case of
natural migration or just an escape from cap-
tivity?) or the correctness of the identification
and in a number of cases there is also uncer-
tainty about the precise geographical location
of the record, so that the possibility of its being
outside the territory under review cannot be
excluded. Yet we cannot ignore these reports
since there is no proof that they are errone-
ous (as opposed to other cases which are not
included in the table). These “unconfirmed”
species are placed in a separate list under the
main one and without sequence numbers.

Following the common practice adopted
by many avifaunal works, we have reserved
a separate short (and non-numbered) list for
the known non-native species that originate
from introduced populations of “park™ birds.
This category should probably include any
vagrant geese, ducks or swans encountered in
western North Eurasia whose natural breed-
ing range is located in Eastern and Middle
(Central) Asia and North America. Only two
non-native species, namely Canada Goose
Branta canadensis and Rose-ringed Parakeet
Psittacula krameri, appear to meet the crite-
ria of stability and density of self-sustaining
breeding populations for inclusion in the
numbered main list. However, there is a pos-
sibility that cases of genuine vagrancy by the
former to the northeast, and by the latter to
the south, of the territory under considera-
tion, may take place from the natural ranges
of these species. The list of non-native spe-
cies intentionally excludes exotic passerines
or psittacines which commonly escape from
captivity — their expected lifespan in the wild
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(not to mention the chance of reproducing)
is usually very small. The inclusion of the
Northern Bald Ibis Geronticus eremita in the
list is of particular interest. Within the frame-
work of a reintroduction programme for this
critically endangered species in Europe, regu-
lar releases of captive-bred young birds into
the wild have taken place. One of these birds
was found dead on the Curonian Spit in the
southern Baltic (Shapoval, 2012).

Taxonomy and Nomenclature

Like any other discipline, taxonomy is
a developing branch of biological science.
Trying to describe the phylogenetic relation-
ships of living organisms as adequately as
possible, modern taxonomy is getting fur-
ther and further from the initial purpose it
served from the times of Linnaeus (or more
precisely, from Aristotle): to be a useful tool
for the classification of living things. Orni-
thologists who are not experts in taxonomy
and call for the development of a “final bird
classification” for applied purposes will need
to tolerate the periodic changes to familiar
Latin names and the allocation of specific
status to forms which are “impossible to tell
apart in the field”. Revision of ornithological
nomenclature is a quite natural process. The
publications and websites of the American
Ornithologists’ Union (AOU: Committee on
Classification and Nomenclature) and British
Ornithologists’ Union (BOU Records Com-
mittee) as well as the Taxonomic Committee
of the Association of European Records and
Rarities Committees (AERC TAC) publish
annual reports on the latest taxonomic deci-
sions and recommendations for the use of
new bird names.

With the increasingly influential methods
of molecular analysis which claim to bring
maximum objectivity into the assessment of
the relationships between forms as well as
the replacement of several concepts in phy-
logenetics and taxonomy, biological (in-
cluding avian) taxonomy has been in a peri-

od of instability in recent decades. Systems
of taxa based on the various molecular data
and methods often turn out to be no less al-
ternative to each other than any of them is
to the dominant “classic systems” of 20-30
years ago that were mainly based on com-
parative morphology. Among such disap-
pointing cases was a classification of birds
very popular in the 1990s that was proposed
by Charles Sibley and co-authors and based
on DNA-hybridization data. It is apparent
that the molecular-genetic data can be inter-
preted extremely broadly and, accordingly,
could be used in phylogenetic and taxo-
nomic constructions in very different ways.
The main issue is the fact that evolutionary
processes are more complex and quite far
from the hierarchical structures of taxono-
my. Operating with molecular-genetic data
only, it is especially difficult to determine
the specific status of populations which do
not have areas of sympatry or parapatry
(Tobias et al., 2010; Payevskiy, 2013). Con-
sequently, decisions in taxonomy in recent
years are often being made based on sev-
eral different criteria that complement each
other (Sangster, 2013).

For this work we have adopted a moder-
ately conservative system for birds, similar to
the one used in the 17-volume Handbook of
the Birds of the World (1992-2013) but with
several modifications largely based on Dick-
inson (2003) and referring mostly to the spell-
ing of Latin names and the names of authors
of first descriptions. For the first time ever in
Russian-language handbooks and other com-
pendiums, Galliformes and Anseriformes
are combined as the Galloanserae group and
placed at the beginning of the list (before
Gaviiformes)—an idea proposed several
years ago (e.g. Koblik, 2001). According to
both molecular and morphological data, the
Podicipediformes are moved closer to Phoen-
icopteriformes with which they share a closer
ancestry and, based on the same data, Tur-
nicidae are included in the Charadriiformes.
The Pterocliformes are retained as a separate
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order even though doubt has once again been
expressed about their taxonomic position.
Hoopoes are treated as representatives of an
order which according to the rules of priority
should be named not Upupiformes but Buc-
erotiformes. We have not yet adopted the lat-
est changes to the taxonomic treatment of Ci-
coniiformes, Pelecaniformes, Falconiformes,
Gruiformes, Caprimulgiformes and Apodi-
formes proposed by Dickinson and Remsen
(2013) and Fjeldsa (2013).

For the taxonomy at the generic level, the
authors continue to refrain from following a
number of decisions that feature in foreign
checklists. Considering the absence of total
clarity in the composition of the proposed
taxa and the interactions between them, we
have not adopted recent splits for the genera
Anas, Phalacrocorax, Larus, Sterna, Acro-
cephalus, Phylloscopus and Parus nor the re-
sults of several other revisions. On the other
hand, in our opinion, there is a need to revise
the traditional lumping approach of Western
taxonomists towards buntings (Emberiza),
the complex containing goldfinches, green-
finches, siskins, and redpolls (Carduelis) and
possibly towards lapwings (Vanellus). Here,
we prefer to split these taxa. As we con-
sider them controversial, we do not support
the decisions to include Snowy Owl Nyctea
scandiaca and Blakiston’s Fish Owl Ketupa
blakistoni in the genus Bubo, the Great Egret
Casmerodius albus and Intermediate Egret
Egretta intermedia in Ardea, the Tufted Puf-
fin Lunda cirrhata in Fratercula, the Demoi-
selle Crane Anthropoides virgo in Grus and
the separation of Mongolian Finch Bucanetes
mongolicus as the sole representative of the
genus Eremopsaltria.

Recognizing the fact that there is a higher
level of hybridization in the wild, even be-
tween “good” species, than was previously as-
sumed, the criterion of reproductive isolation
seems to be not as crucial for assigning specif-
ic rank as it was before. We propose treating
a number of allopatric forms as species based
exclusively on molecular-genetic data. The

introduction of the categories “semispecies”
and “superspecies” for borderline cases can
resolve some taxonomic problems but at the
same time gives rise to nomenclatural prob-
lems which hardly fit the current hierarchy of
lower-rank taxa and the binomial system (see
Pfander, 2011, 2012). Contemporary species-
level lists generally also count the borderline
forms that do not fully correspond to accepted
species concepts.

Compared with the Checklist of the Birds
of the Russian Federation (2006), the current
work contains the results of recent revisions
for several forms inhabiting Northern Eura-
sia (in the taxonomy part of the print version
they are outlined in bold and in the electronic
version in blue). Based on our analysis of the
literature and of museum collections, near-
specific rank has been assigned to the follow-
ing taxa: three forms of the “Herring Gull”
(Yellow-legged L. michahellis, Vega L. ve-
gae, and Mongolian L. mongolicus Gulls),
three forms of the Common Stonechat (Eu-
ropean Stonechat Saxicola rubicola, Siberian
Stonechat S. maurus and Stejneger’s Stone-
chat S. stejnegeri), Eastern Spot-billed Duck
Anas zonorhyncha, Brown-cheeked Rail Ral-
lus indicus, Eastern Black-eared Wheatear
Oenanthe melanoleuca, Hume’s Leaf Warbler
Phylloscopus humei, Arctic Nuthatch Sitta
arctica and Northern Grey Shrike Lanius bo-
realis. The species classification has changed
for Grey-throated Martin Riparia chinensis,
Eastern Orphean Warbler Sylvia crassirostris,
Steppe Grey Shrike Lanius lahtora, Asian De-
sert Sparrow Passer zarudnyi and Sooty Fox
Sparrow Passerella unalaschcensis. The au-
thors have refrained from assigning a higher
taxonomic rank to several forms pending ad-
ditional data which would clarify any contro-
versy. Such are the forms in the species com-
plexes of Bean Goose Anser fabalis, Brent
Goose Branta bernicla, Cattle Egret Bubulcus
ibis, Black Kite Milvus migrans, Common
Buzzard Buteo buteo, Black-tailed Godwit
Limosa limosa, Common (Mew) Gull Larus
canus, Collared Scops Owl Otus bakkamoe-
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na, White Wagtail Motacilla alba, Eurasian
Wren Troglodytes troglodytes, Alpine Prunel-
la collaris and Black-throated P. atrogularis
Accentors, Blue Rock Thrush Monticola soli-
tarius, Asian Paradise-flycatcher Terpsiphone
paradisi, Eurasian Golden Oriole Oriolus
oriolus, Common Reed Bunting Schoeniclus
schoeniclus and a number of others. The Altai
Falcon “Falco altaicus” and Black Sea Eagle
“Haliaeetus niger” are here considered to be
conspecific with, respectively, the Saker Fal-
con Falco cherrug and Steller’s Sea Eagle
Haliaeetus pelagicus and they are included
without numbers, unlike in the Checklist of
the Birds of the Russian Federation (2006).
Formerly, the Altai Falcon might have had the
rank of near-species (semispecies?), but cur-
rently it seems to be absorbed by its congener
and does not exist as a genotypic or phenotyp-
ic entity. Some authors treat this relict form
as a subspecies of Saker Falcon (e.g. Pfeffer,
2009); for further discussion, see Potapov and
Sale (2005). We treat the Black Sea Eagle as
a southern (and most probably extinct) sub-
species of Steller’s Sea Eagle although there
is an opinion that the phenotype of the Black
Sea Eagle does occasionally emerge in Stel-
ler’s Sea Eagle populations (Kaiser, 2011) so
that we cannot exclude the possibility of gene
exchange (or assimilation) between these two
forms in the past.

Considering that this paper aims to be an
essential work of reference, we provide not
only the generic and specific treatments used
by us but also both narrower and wider al-
ternatives. A separate column displays other
names in the category genus under which
the species can be seen in the main national
and foreign literature sources during the last
50 years. Any earlier generic names which
are currently out of use are not shown. Some
names of the rank genus are widely used in
taxonomy to determine subgenera and are
usually shown in parentheses after the generic
name. An alternative treatment of the authors’
preferred species names (including semispe-
cies) may be shown after that in square brack-

ets. Most often this is the name of a taxonomic
complex sensu lato (a “species” in the wider
sense, part of the “superspecies” treatment) to
which the species (or subspecies) sensu stric-
to should belong according to the lumping ap-
proach. Species names are followed by syno-
nyms in parentheses thus (“=") and in several
cases by borderline-status taxa (subspecies
or semispecies) treated by the authors within
certain species. The next column contains the
authors of species descriptions (in parenthe-
ses if the species was described under a dif-
ferent generic name). We have thus tried to
present the maximum amount of information
about the taxonomic position of the bird and
any changes in its designation, both past and
current. For example, the full designation
of the Manchurian Reed Warbler— Acro-
cephalus (Notiocichla) tangorum [agricola]
La Touche, 1912 — demonstrates two taxo-
nomic alternatives. According to the first (in
this case the narrower) generic treatment, the
species should belong to the genus Notioc-
ichla (in this work treated as a subgenus), in
which case the author’s name (who described
the form within the genus Acrocephalus)
would be in parentheses. Another (in this
case, broader) specific treatment includes
the form in the species agricola (Paddyfield
Warbler); and that is the specific name found
in old handbooks and lists. Where works
are not dealing with any taxonomic issues,
a shorter name is sufficient— Acrocephalus
tangorum (as here, in the part where we con-
sider the composition of Northern Eurasia’s
avifauna).

The main goal of this work was not to detail
the status and distribution of subspecific-rank
taxa in Northern Eurasia. In general terms
we imagine the distributions of geographical
races of almost any polytypic species within
the boundaries of its North Eurasian breeding
range, but the size and outlines of subspecies’
intergradation zones, their migration and win-
tering distribution as well as records of their
regular and random visits beyond the bounda-
ries of their normal range, have not been well
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studied. Undoubtedly, any report concerned
with these aspects would also require range
maps and goes beyond the scope of the con-
cise summary table presented here.

Russian-language nomenclature

The column before “scientific nomenclature”
presents Russian bird names which are used
by the authors as the basic names, then fol-
low English names and Russian synonyms.
This additional information allows users (in-
cluding those who do not know Russian) to
find their way through the table more easily
and will enable anyone to choose alternative
names if they are not happy with the basic
name chosen by the authors. The Russian
synonymy for several species includes up to
four names used in literature sources during at
least the past 50 years. Dialect, colloquial and
antiquated synonyms are not presented. Alter-
natives are also given for English bird names
(in British and American English variants).

Taking into account the opinions of col-
leagues and requests made during the discus-
sion of Russian bird names in the Checklist of
the Birds of the Russian Federation (2006),
the present work has accepted several correc-
tions. For the forms that have been granted
specific status for the first time we have cho-
sen Russian bird names based on existing
subspecific names, geographical locations,
external morphological characters, as well as
corresponding names in other languages.

All the decisions we have made in the
fields of taxonomy, scientific nomenclature
and Russian bird names are intended to be
treated as recommendations.
